1. ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY  

Indira Gandhi National Tribal University, Amarkantak was established by an Act of the 
Parliament of India in 2007. The University started functioning from July 2008. The 
jurisdiction of the University extends to the whole country and it is fully funded by 
the Central Government through the University Grants Commission. The University caters to 
the tribalõs long cherished dream of higher education.   
  
AIMS AND OBJECTIVES  

The tribal people are rich in terms of morality culture, art and crafts,but in matters of higher 
education and policy making they are at the receiving end. In the present age of globalization, 
the world has shrunk into a village as the society has advanced in technology. The tribes, who 
are the custodians of Indian culture in the real sense of the term, are far behind in this race of 
advancement. In order to rescue the tribe from the present plight, the University has set the 
following aims and objectives.  
 

¶ To provide avenues of education, viz-a-viz especially higher education and research 
facilities primarily for the tribal population of India.   

¶ To disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional and research 
facilities in tribal art, tradition, culture, language, medicinal systems, customs, forest 
base economic activities, flora, and fauna besides making available to them the 
advancement in technologies concerning the natural resources of the tribal areas. 

¶ To collaborate with national and international universities and organizations to 
undertake joint cultural studies and research on tribal communities. 

¶ To formulate tribal centric development models, publish reports and monographs and 
to organize conferences and seminars on issues relating to tribes and to provide inputs 
to the Government(s) on policy matters in different spheres. 

¶ To take appropriate measures for promoting the tribal communities to be able to 
manage, administer and look after their own needs by accessing to higher education 
through a university of their own. 

¶ To disseminate and advance knowledge by providing instructional and research 
facilities in such other branches of learning as it may deem fit. 

¶ To take appropriate measures to promote innovations in the teaching learning process 
in the context of inter-disciplinary studies and researches and to pay special attention to 
improve social, educational and economic conditions and welfare of the scheduled 
tribes within the Union of India.

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3. ADMISSION PROCEDURE  

The admissions will be offered to the students in the order of merit as per the results of 
entrance examination and subject to the fulfillment of other eligibility conditions required to 
take admission in the respective programme. The University will follow the reservation 
policy of Govt. of India. 

 
3.1  ADMISSION STATUS 

The candidates will be admitted on provisional basis and the confirmation of their 
admission is subject to the successful verification of their documents.  
The candidates, whose qualifying examination results are not declared at the time of 
admission, will be given provisional admission and they are required to give an 
undertaking in the prescribed format. Their admissions will automatically stand cancelled 
if: 

¶ they fail to secure the required percentage of marks in their qualifying examination  

¶ they fail in the qualifying examination 

¶ they fail to produce evidence of the necessary qualification required to get admission 
in the course within the stipulated time period mentioned by the university. 

¶ The University shall not consider the marks of the supplementary examination or the 
marks of improvement.  

 
3.2   INSTRUCTIONS TO FILL UP ONLINE ADMISSION FORM 
A candidate is required to fill the online admission form and submit prescribed fees online 
for taking admission. The step-wise procedure for taking online admission is given below: 
 
Step 1: Login the IGNTU admission portal (http://admission.igntuonline.in/) using 

your existing user id and password already used for filling-up the Entrance 
Application form. 
 

Step 2: After successful login, a Student Dashboard will appear, wherein the list of all 

entrance forms submitted by you and list of programmes for which you are 
eligible to take admission based on the entrance merit list will appear. 
 

Step 3: Select the programme in which you want to take admission and click on 
òApply Online Admissionó button.  
 

Step 4: Fill up the online admission form and pay the fees. 
 

Step 5: Take the print out of admission form by using òPrint Admission Formó button 
available on the Student Dashboard and bring it with required documents (see 
Check list at page no 19) for physical verification. 

 
3.3 If you are selected for more than one programme and wish to take admission second 

time in any other programme  
 

If you are selected for more than one programme and if you have already taken 
admission in anyone and if you wish to change the programme, you can do so subject to 
the following: 
1. You need to first cancel the admission to the first programme

2. You can fill in online Application Form afresh and pay the requisite fee afresh 
3. The fee that you have paid for taking first admission shall be refunded to you at a later 

stage for which you need to make an application 
4. You are not allowed to take admission to a programme for which you have already 

taken the admission and cancelled it. 

  
¶ The Procedure for cancellation of admission 

 

Step 1: Login the IGNTU admission portal (http://admission.igntuonline.in/) using 
your existing user id and password already used for filling the Entrance 
Application form. 

 
Step 2: After successful login, a Student Dashboard will appear, wherein the list of all 

entrance form submitted by you and list of programmes for which you are 
eligible to take  admission based on the entrance merit list will appear. 

 
Step 3: Select the course which you want to cancel the admission and click on òCancel 

Admissionó button.  
 
Step 4: You will see a message that admission in the course is cancelled. 
 
Step 5: Now you can apply for any other course in which you want to take admission 

by following the same steps as mentioned above.  
 
 

4. RESERVATION POLICY 
The university shall follow the reservation policy of Govt. of India. Seats shall be reserved for 
Scheduled Caste (15%) and Scheduled Tribe (7.5%) candidates in each course.  
 
4.1   SCHEDULED CASTES/SCHEDULED TRIBES 
 

Category certificate must contain the Name of his/her caste/tribe (b) whether he/she 
belongs to SC or ST (c) District and the State or Union Territory of his/her usual place of 
residence and (d) the appropriate Govt. of India schedule under which his/her caste/tribe is 
approved by it as SC or ST. 
Each SC/ST candidate shall have to submit a self attested copy of the Certificate mentioning 
that the candidate belongs to SC/ST community. Such certificates shall be subject to 
verification from the concerned District Magistrate. The following are empowered to issue 
the certificate: 
1. District Magistrate/Additional District Magistrate/Collector/Deputy 

Commissioner/Addl. Deputy Commissioner/ Deputy Collector/Ist Class Stipendiary 
Magistrate/ City Magistrate/Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Taluka Magistrate/ Executive 
Magistrate/Extra Assistant Commissioner. 

2. Chief Presidency Magistrate/Addl. Chief Presidency Magistrate/Presidency Magistrate. 
3. Revenue Officer not below the rank of Tehsildar. 
4. Sub Divisional Officer of the area where the candidate and/or his family normally 

resides.

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5. Administrator/Secretary to the Administrator/ Development Officer (Lakshadweep 
Islands). 

 
4.2 OTHER BACKWARD CLASSES (OBC) 

 
27% seats will be reserved for the candidates belonging to OBC category (excluding under 
creamy layer). The relevant certificate for OBC (excluding under creamy layer) should be 
obtained from the authorities as mentioned for SC/ST Category. The format for OBC 
certificate is given in Annexure VI & VII 
 
4.3 RESERVATION OF SEATS FOR THE PHYSICALLY CHALLENGED CANDIDATES 

 
3% of seats on approved intake in each course will be reserved (on horizontal reservation 
basis) for the physically challenged candidates having minimum degree of disability to the 
extent of 40% provided that their physical disability does not come in the way of pursuing 
the course. This is split into: 1% for visually handicapped (VH), 1% for hearing impaired (HI) 
and 1% for orthopedically handicapped (OH) candidates with a provision of inter-
changeability. Physically Challenged candidates are required to submit a certificate from a 
Civil Surgeon of a Govt. Hospital indicating the extent of visual/physical disability and also 
the extent to which the disability hampers the candidate in pursuing her/his studies. The 
candidates under this category may have to undergo a fresh medical examination, if so 
prescribed by the university, before being admitted. 
 
4.4   IMPORTANT NOTES ABOUT RESERVATION 

 
1. Candidates must note that Certificate from person/authority other than listed above shall 

not be accepted in any case. If the candidate belongs to SC or ST category, his/her 
caste/tribe must be listed in the appropriate Govt. of India schedule.  

2. The caste Certificate should clearly state 
Á Name of his/her cast/tribe. 
Á Whether he/she belongs to SC or ST. 
Á District and the State or Union Territory of his/her usual place of residence. 
Á Appropriate Government of India Schedule under which his/her caste/tribe 

is approved by it as SC or ST. 
 

3. The University reserves all the rights to add, modify or relax any of the conditions/rules 
in the interest of the University, as per the latest guidelines issued from time to time by 
the MHRD, GOI and/or University. 

 

4. If a candidate fails to produce required category certificate at the time of document 
verification he/she is required to furnish the same on or before July 30, 2018. In such 
cases their admission will be treated as provisional until they produce the certificates in 
original within the stipulated time period failing which the admission will be held 
cancelled without any prior notice.

to apply.

foreign equivalence list) having scored a minimum 
of 45% aggregate in case of candidates belonging to 
General category and OBC and 40%  in case of 
students belonging to SC/ST categories are eligible 
to apply. 

B. Pharm

with Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics (PCM) or 
Physics, Chemistry, Biology (PCB) or Physics, 
Chemistry, Mathematics & Biology  from  a  
recognized  Indian  or foreign University / Board 
(as per the AIU foreign equivalence list) having 
scored a minimum of 50% aggregate in case of 
candidates belonging to General category and OBC 
and 45%  in case of students belonging to SC/ST 
categories are eligible to apply, However the 
student processing 10 + 2 qualification from non - 
formal non - class rooms based schooling such as 
National institute of open school systems of states 
etc shall not be eligible for admission to B.Pharm 
Course.

scored a minimum of 50% aggregate in case of 
candidates belonging to General category and OBC 
and 45%  in case of students belonging to SC/ST 
categories are eligible to apply, However the 
student processing 10 + 2 qualification from non - 
pharmal non - class rooms based schooling such as 
National institute of open school systems of states 
etc shall not be eligible for admission to D.Pharm 
Course.

categories are eligible to apply.

(Two Year Programme)  

(a) The candidates who have passed Bachelorõs 
Degree and/or Masterõs Degree in 
Sciences/Social Sciences/ Humanities, Bachelorõs 
in Engineering or Technology with specialization 
in Science and Mathematics from a recognized 
Indian or foreign University / Board (as per the 
AIU foreign equivalence list) having scored a 
minimum of 55% marks or any other 
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qualification equivalent thereto are eligible to 
apply. 

(b) The reservation and relaxation for 
SC/ST/OBC/PWD shall be as per the rules of 
the Central Govt./IGNTU whichever is 
applicable.

SC/ST categories are eligible to apply.

To pass the entrance exam conducted by the University the 
candidates belonging to General and OBC categories have to 
secure a minimum of 45% marks and candidates to belonging 
SC/ST categories have to score a minimum of 40% marks.

A Bachelor degree with any one of Life Sciences as an optional 
subject from a recognized Indian or foreign university (as per 
the AIU foreign equivalence list) having secured a minimum of 
50% aggregate in case of General and OBC categories and 45% in 
case of candidates belonging to SC/ST categories are eligible to 
apply.
